STUDENTS HONORED BY MIAMI POLICE AND THE DO THE RIGHT THING PROGRAM
FOR SAVING FRIEND FROM ABUSIVE RELATIONSHIP

MIAMI, FL — June 2, 2025 — As safety takes the national spotlight, the Do The Right
Thing Program will honor 10 outstanding students out of almost 600 nominees, who
serve as an inspiration to the community and are being honored for doing the right
thing by Miami Police.
