ARC Award is only given to agencies that have achieved concurrent CALEA
accreditation in law enforcement, public safety training, and public safety
communications. MPD is the first agency in Florida and one of only 19 in the country
and 20 worldwide law enforcement organizations in the world to qualify for this
distinction.
